You will be researching the following information for each animal:

· Classification/Type of animal (reptile, marsupial, mammal, amphibian, bird, or insect)
· Scientific Name 
· Detailed Physical Description

· Habitat Description
· Description of Diet

· Where in Oceania the animal is found (Australia, New Zealand, or surrounding islands).
Each person will also be PRINTING off of the internet a picture of each animal.   
You may DRAW (trace) a picture if you choose.  You will need to use colored pencils or crayons.   Remember if you use markers it will bleed through the paper to the other side and will ruin the other picture.  I would only use markers to outline of something.  Drawings may not be in pen or pencil.
